The term is used
in computing to describe a system in
which text and graphics displayed on
screen during editing appears in a form
closely corresponding to its appear-
ance when printed or displayed as a fin-
ished product, which might be a printed
document, web page, or slide presen-
tation.

we still have to rely on what we see in or-
der to get the best clinical results.

The word digital stands for the math-
ematical term “numbers” but it is also
related to the anatomical definition for

“fingers”. The combination of technol-
ogy and our manual skills gives the best
results and will be even more important
in the future. Many of these new digital
systems offer a better view to what we
are doing and, therefore, enable a bet-
ter control of our work with higher quali-
ty results. But we have to visually control
the results in order to get the most out of
these systems.
